5.1  Taxes& Duties: The  Transporter shall be responsible to ensure payment of all Govt. taxes &     levies, PUC charges, Road permit fee, insurance premium of all vehicles etc. and keep all the documents / permits up to date from the concerned authorities.
5.2 Motor Vehicle Act : The  Transporter shall comply with the relevant rules and regulations of Motor Vehicle Act applicable at present and as may be enforced from time to time under the rule of law.

Adequate spares such as bulbs, fan-belts, Stepney in serviceable condition etc. in good condition shall be kept in the vehicle at all times along with required tools for use, if any. The refuelling/ maintenance/repair of vehicles may be taken up in such a way that required number of serviceable vehicles is available for use.

20.25 This contract is for providing transport service and not for engagement of manpower. Such employee shall not be entitled to claim or any right or any privilege or benefit from ‘HCIL’ and in the event of any such claim, the  Transporter undertakes to indemnify ‘HCIL’ for any such loss or demand financial or otherwise from his employee deployed for ‘HCIL’ duty.  The responsibility of discipline of the employee, in case of any complaint from ‘HCIL’, shall be solely that of the  Transporter.
21.     Alternate Vehicles for Maintenance/ Breakdown : 
21.1 The Transporter shall maintain adequate maintenance back up to ensure the desired availability in case of breakdown or planned maintenance. The standby/alternate vehicles must be of equivalent class. Such arrangement should be temporary and not  on regular basis and should be informed to the Duty Officer of ‘HCIL’.
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21.2 If Transport is not available for pickup and drop due to any reason, pre-paid cabs/alternate arrangement must be made by the Transporter and the entire cost/expenditure is to be borne by the  Transporter. However, the Transporter will be paid for the productive mileage as per rates and terms of this Contract. Such arrangements should be temporary and not on regular basis. In case, the Transporter fails to make such arrangements, ‘HCIL’ will be at liberty to make alternate arrangements at the ‘cost & risk‘ of the transporter and operational penalties as per clause No. 19  may also be imposed. 
21.3.1 In case of break-down of vehicle en-route, it will be the responsibility of the Transporter to make alternate & safe arrangement immediately or call for Radio-Taxi, so that the guests/ officials are not caused to any inconvenience.  Such arrangement shall be informed to the Duty Officer of ‘HCIL’ / driver of the vehicle. In case of failure to do so ‘HCIL’ shall be within its rights to make alternative arrangements by hiring / arranging another vehicle from any other  source at the cost & risk of the Transporter .
