1.  ‘HCIL’ means ‘Hotel Corporation Of India Ltd’.

1. The “Tenderer/Bidder” and / or “Party” / or “Transporter”/ or  “Service Provider”, as used in the Tender documents, shall mean the one who has signed and submitted the quotation in response to this tender.

1. It is further clarified that individual signing the tender or other documents in connection with the tender must certify whether he signs as:

AA: 	Responsibilities of the tender  :  In-order  to provide  prompt, punctual, efficient, safe, courteous and quality service , the service provider should comply with the following terms ; -
1.          Deployment of Vehicles :
i. The Transporter will provide only commercially registered vehicles registered in Delhi State only.
ii. Insurance / 3rd party unlimited Risk Coverage:
All the vehicles deployed on HCIL duty should be comprehensively insured with third party unlimited risk clause. ‘HCIL’ will not be liable for any damages caused by the transporters vehicle, whatsoever to public property and/or any third person due to any accident / incident arising out of and in the course of deployment of the  vehicle on duty. The  Transporter shall be solely responsible for any claims by any third party including Court cases and/or employees of ‘HCIL’ traveling in the vehicle for any injuries caused by the driver of the vehicle whether by accident or otherwise. The Transporter shall indemnify ‘HCIL’ to pay / reimburse any claim / loss/damage by his vehicle/ driver/ staff while on ‘HCIL’ duty.
iii. The Transporter will provide a list of vehicles with registration numbers etc. along with requisite documents.
iv. The Transporter shall ensure that the Vehicles deployed on duty are well maintained, serviced and preventive maintenance are carried out in a manner that trip timings are not disturbed on this account.
v. The vehicles should be cleaned daily both internally and externally. Hygienic conditions must be maintained inside the vehicles at all times. Mosquito repellent to be sprayed in the vehicles regularly to avoid mosquito menace inside the coaches.
vi. The Transporter should ensure that all the documents including RC, fitness, insurance, pollution certificate, Road Tax, Permit etc. and any other relevant documents/Licences essentially required by the R.T.O. and other statutory bodies for the operations of the vehicles must be revalidated before the expiry of the due date during the contract period. These documents / licences should be available in the coaches during the duty timings.
vii. Transporter has to make his own arrangement to procure fuel, lubricants, spare parts etc. to ensure all time serviceability of the vehicles while on HCIL duty.
viii. The refuelling / maintenance/repair of vehicles to be taken in such a way that required number of serviceable vehicles are available for HCIL duty and trip timings are not affected.
ix. Transporter shall display HCIL logo and route Nos on the coaches for easy identification of the users. 
x. The Transporter shall keep one suggestion / complaint booklet in each vehicle.
             
2. DEPLOYMENT OF  STAFF :- The Transporter will comply the following :-
i. The Transporter shall provide a list of staff (drivers/conductors/supervisor) deployed on ‘HCIL’ duty from time to time with their mobile phone numbers. 
ii. The drivers deployed must be in possession of valid commercial licence issued by the R.T.O. to drive HMV’s with Badges and must carry the same with him while on duty.
iii. The staff (Supervisor/Driver/Conductor) deployed on duty should not be below 18 years of age and should be medically fit.
iv. The staff (Supervisor/Driver/Conductor) deployed on duty should have Police verification / clearance.
v. The staff deployed for ‘HCIL’ duties should maintain polite & courteous behavior towards authorized users as well as to ‘HCIL’ officers/ staff monitoring such Transport Services.
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vi. The drivers deployed should wear uniform and display Identity Cards while on duty. 
vii. The drivers shall not perform more than 12 hrs continuous duty. 
viii. The driver should not be under influence of liquor or any other intoxicant and should not smoke while on duty. In the event of such happenings, the driver will have to be replaced and any damages caused by such behavior will be totally borne by the contractor. 
ix. The Transporter shall be solely responsible for driver’s bad behaviour, negligence /committing any theft/ dishonesty / damaging public property including of ‘HCIL’ / Staff / Officials travelling in the Vehicle.  
x. Any claim in respect of damage to public property or any third party / other liabilities arising out of any incident / accident involving the vehicle / transporter’s staff, will be borne by the transporter.
  
3. Nature of contract :
This contract is for providing transport services and not for engagement of manpower. The Transporter’s employee on HCIL duty shall, under no circumstances, be deemed to be employee of HCIL. ‘HCIL’ shall have no relationship or nexus of any kind whatsoever with such employee of the Transporter. Such employee shall not be entitled to claim or have any right or any privilege or benefit from ‘HCIL’. In the event of any such claim, the Transporter shall indemnify ‘HCIL’ to pay/ reimburse any such claim or demand financial or otherwise from his employee deployed for ‘HCIL’ duty.  

4. Payment of Govt Taxes & Duties : 
The Transporter shall be responsible to ensure payment of all Govt. taxes & levies, PUC charges, Road permit fee, insurance premium of all vehicles etc. and keep all the documents / permits up to date from the concerned authorities.

5.          Compliance of Motor Vehicle Act / Govt. Regulations / Fitness etc:
	The  Transporter shall comply with the relevant rules and regulations of Motor Vehicle Act  as applicable from time to time  and Govt. regulations related to  such transport vehicles/ business .

6.	Seizure of vehicle / payment of challans : 
i. During contract period, if any deployed vehicle is seized or detained or requisitioned by Police/Motor Tpt.  Authority or any Court for whatsoever reasons that will be to the Transporter’s risk.  The cost in the event of non-supply of vehicle for the aforesaid reasons and compensation shall be payable by the Transporter.
ii. Any fine and penalty by traffic police/court for violation of traffic rules / breaking of signals or over speeding shall be borne by the service provider.

7.          Alternate Arrangement for miss trip / breakdown : 
i. In case of delay /miss trip / break down of scheduled vehicle , the service provider shall provide alternate vehicle within minimum time to meet any unforeseen requirement / breakdown etc.
ii. In case of a miss-trip of pick-up/drop, if staff makes arrangement of their own for coming to Airport and  or going to their residence(s), the charges for conveyance claimed by the staff  on above account will be recovered from the  Transporter’s bills. This shall be apart from the applicable penalty.
b. Cost & Risk clause : In case, the Service provider fails to provide alternate vehicle on break down/ mis-trip, ‘HCIL’ shall be within its rights to make alternate arrangements  from another source at cost and risk of the transporter and the amount so spent, together with any other incidental charges, etc. will be fully recovered from the  Transporter’s regular bills apart from the applicable penalty.
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 8.         Complaints/ Delay penalty / liquidated damages / missing trip: 
i.        In case of any complaint of non-fulfillment of any obligation under the contract, ‘HCIL’ reserves the right to  impose penalty withhold the payments due to the Transporter and out of such amounts or payment of security held, if any, or the amounts likely to fall due to the Transporter (but without obligation to do so) to make such payments as it may consider necessary for smooth and unhindered working.
ii.       In case of delay in duty / mis-trip, a penalty of Rs.500.00 shall be applicable in addition to the “risk and cost” amount recoverable from the transporter.
iii.	The waiver of penalty (if any) should be taken up by the Transporter with ‘HCIL’ on day-to-day basis. Penalty waiver (if any) will not be considered if the above is not complied with and it will be construed that no case for penalty waiver is applicable for that day.
iv.	In case of non-payment of penalty, the same shall be deducted from future/ pending bills of the Transporter.
v.	In case, the amount recoverable is more and not made good by way of deductions from the bills, the security deposit shall be forfeited to recover the amount due. In this case, the Transporter shall have to make good the Security deposit amount to the original value, immediately but not later than 10 days.

9.        Positioning of coaches on first point of Pick up / drop:
Coaches shall be parked at Centaur Hotel / Chefair Flt. Kitchen for pick-up of a staff at least 15 minutes before pick-up time. Similarly the coaches shall have to reach 1st nodal point at least 10-15 minutes earlier than the start time. However safety of coaches in the parking shall be the responsibility of the Transporter.

10. Daily Duty Report: A daily coach arrival / departure (trip-wise) report shall be got signed from the duty officer / supervisor of Security Dept. of ‘HCIL’.  Daily duty report (duly signed) should be attached with the monthly bills in original for certification and payment of bills.

11.      Safety of user’s / Staff: 
i.        The Transporter has to ensure safety of ‘HCIL’ staff by avoiding negligent driving by their drivers such as over speed, rash driving, and driving coaches without brakes/defective brakes. 
ii.       ‘HCIL’ will not be responsible for any injury sustained by the employee of the Transporter during the performance of their duties. Any suit for damages or compensation due to any dispute between the  Transporter and its workers shall be dealt directly by the Transporter and HCIL shall not be a party to any such cases.
iii. The Transporter shall indemnify ‘HCIL’ from any consequences arising out of and in the course of deployment of vehicles for ‘HCIL’ duties.

12.        Authorized use of Vehicles on HCIL duty : 
i. The coaches should not carry any person(s) other than those authorized by ‘HCIL’ while performing ‘HCIL’ Duty. 2. Conductor of each coach will check the bus passes of employees and Identity cards of Casuals and not allow them to travel without such documents. The contractor has to follow and implement HCIL instructions given to them from time to time in this regard.
ii. In case, any person boarding the coach refuses to show his/her ID card, such incident should be reported to HCIL.

13.        Supervision of  routes / coaches on duty : 
	The Transporter shall depute his own supervisor without any extra cost to supervise the routes / coaches. The supervisor should be equipped with mobile phone to coordinate with Administration Deptt. of HCIL.

7. 	The bidders are advised to ensure that the prices and other details are filled in correctly and completely in the above format. Submission of incorrect or incomplete information, and / or submission of the above format with arithmetical errors in compilation of the data would be at the tenderer’s sole risk and the decision of ‘HCIL’ in such cases would be final and binding.

 8.	Bidders should not attach any conditional letter to The Price Bid-Part B/ tender.

9.	Discount provided, if any, should be un-conditional and may be indicated clearly separately in 1.3 above , and would be adjusted from the quoted price, as at 1.2 and 1.3 for comparison and to decide L-1 rates. 
Conditional discount, if any, will not be considered for deciding selection of tender.
10	There should not be any hidden cost to ‘HCIL, in the quoted rates.

11. 	Certification by the Bidder :
