1. Eligibility:The Bidder may be a single entity or group of entities (the “Consortium”) coming together to operate and manage the Pool Side  and/or Banquet hall with lawn and/or Shaolin and/or Rasoi Restaurent at Centaur Hotel for the purposes of weddings, events conferences, etc. on leave and license basis. The Bidder may be a natural person, registered company, partnership firm, limited liability partnership or a proprietorship firm. A Bidder who has been blacklisted or de-barred by the Central or State Government will not be eligible to participate in the bidding process.
2. In case the Bidder is a Consortium, it shall comply with the following additional requirements:
(a) numberof members in a consortium shall not exceed 2 (two);
(b) subject to the provisions of clause (a) above, the bid should contain the information required for each member of the Consortium;
(c) members of the Consortium shall nominate one member as the leadmember. The nomination(s) shall be supported by a power of attorney signed by all the other members of the Consortium;

1. General Terms:
1.1 Bids received after the Bid Due Date shall not be eligible for consideration and shall be summarily rejected. The Hotel shall not be bound to disclose the reason(s) for any such rejection.
1.2 The bids should be neatly presented. Corrections, if any, should be duly authenticated with full signature of the person who has signed the bids, failing which such bids are liable to be rejected. The Hotel shall not be bound to disclose the reason(s) for any such rejection.
1.3 The bids should be signed by the authorised signatory /(ies) as the case may be and the bid shall be accompanied by such power of attorney in the format acceptable to the Hotel.
1.4 Amendments and clarifications, if any, to this Tender document, will be hosted on the website of the Hotel at www.centaurhotels.com and/or website of Air India website at www.airindia.in. The Bidders are, therefore, advised to visit the Hotel / Air India website regularly till the Bid Due Date.

1.15 Any information contained in the bid submitted by the Bidder(s) shall not in any way be construed as binding on the Hotel, its directors, officers, employees, agents, successors or assigns, but shall be binding against the Bidder(s) if this Tender is subsequently awarded to it under the bidding process on the basis of such information.
1.16 All documents and other information supplied by the Hotel or submitted by any Bidder to the Hotel shall remain or become the property of the Hotel. Bidders are to treat all information as strictly confidential and shall not use it for any purpose other than for preparation and submission of their Bids. The Hotel shall not return any bid or any information provided by a Bidder alongwith its bid.
1.17 The Hotel reserves the right to reject any bid,
(a) at any time a material misrepresentation is made or uncovered, or 
(b) any ambiguity, non-clarity and/or apparent mistake is/are determined by the Hotel.
(c) No clarification(s), information is provided by a Bidder, upon being required to do so by the Hotel.

Such misrepresentation/improper response shall lead to the disqualification of the Bidder.

Notwithstanding anything contained in these tender documents, the Hotel reserves the right to accept or reject any/all offers and to annul the Tender process at any time without notice or liability or any obligation for such acceptance, rejection or annulment, and without being bound to disclose the reason(s) for such rejection or annulment.
1.18 The Hotel shall not entertain any correspondence with any Bidder in relation to the acceptance or rejection of any Bid.
1.19 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Tender document, the detailed terms to be specified in the License Agreement shall have overriding effect; provided, however, that any conditions or obligations imposed on the Selected Bidder(s) hereunder shall continue to have effect in addition to its obligations under the License Agreement.
1.20 The Bid should be furnished clearly indicating the amounts in both figures and words, in Indian Rupees, and signed by the Bidder’s authorised signatory. In the event of any difference between figures and words, the amount indicated in words shall be taken into account. 
1.21 At any time prior to the Bid submission Due Date, the Hotel may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to clarifications requested by a Bidder, modify the Tender documents by the issuance of Addenda.
1.22 The bids, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid and the Tender document shall be written in English language. Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidder with the bid may be in another language provided they are accompanied by its accurate translation in English language, duly authenticated and certified by the Bidder. Supporting materials which are not translated in English may not be considered. For the purpose of interpretation and evaluation of the bid, the English language translation will prevail.
1.23 Bids received after the specified time on the Bid Due Date shall not be eligible for consideration and shall be summarily rejected. The Hotel shall not be bound to disclose the reason(s) for any such rejection. However, the Hotel may in its sole discretion, extend the Bid Due Date by issuing an Addendum uniformly for all Bidders.
1.24 The Hotel reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and annul the bidding process or even reject all bids at any time prior to award of contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders or without any obligation to inform the affected bidder or bidders about the ground for the Hotel’s action. 2. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD):
2.1 The Bids shall be accompanied by EMD of Rs.50,000/--(Rupees Fifty Thousand only) by way of demand draft / pay order (banker's cheque) in favour of “HCI LTD” , payable at Delhi.
2.2 No other mode of payment other than what is specified above shall be accepted.
2.3 In case EMD is not found attached in the Bid, or not submitted in the mode specified, such Bidshall be summarily rejected. The Hotel shall not be bound to disclose the reason(s) for any such rejection.
2.4 EMD deposited by a Bidder shall not carry any interest.
2.5 EMD of the unsuccessful Bidders will be returned without any interest, as promptly as possible on declaration of the Selected Bidder or when the Tender process is completed / cancelled by the Hotel. The refund of EMD shall be in the form of an account payee cheque/bank draft in favour of the unsuccessful Bidder.
2.6 EMD of the Selected Bidder(s) will be returned, without any interest, upon the Selected Bidder signing the License Agreement and furnishing the Security Deposit as detailed under point 3 below.
2.7 The Hotel shall be entitled to forfeit and appropriate the EMD upon occurrence of any of the following conditions:
(a) If a Bidder withdraws its Bid after opening of the Bids but before the award of contract / license; or
(b) In case of Selected Bidder(s), if it fails within the specified time limit-
(i) to sign and return the duplicate copy of the Letter of Award;
(ii) to sign the License Agreement; or

3. Security Deposit
3.1 The Selected Bidder shall deposit to the Hotel a sum equivalent to 5%(Five percent) of the total value of the License Agreement towards interest free security deposit (“Security Deposit”), within 2(two) weeks of the issuance of the Letter of Award by the Hotel. The Security Deposit shall be deposited by the Selected Bidder by way of a bank draft or banker’s cheque in favour of “HCI LTD ”, payable at Delhi.
The security Deposit shall be refundable after completion of the Agreement period and additional claim period of six months.
3.2 In case of renewal of the License Agreement, the Security Deposit would be retained by the Hotel for the extended/renewed period of License Agreement. If upon such renewal the total value of the License Agreement is increased, the Selected Bidder shall deposit the shortfall amount to maintain the Security Deposit equal to 5% of the total value of the License Agreement.
3.3 The Security Deposit will be refunded after specified period of the completion of the License Agreement adjustment/settlement of Damages arrears or dues, if any, that may be imposed outstanding and payable by the Selected Bidder under the terms of the License Agreement.
3.4 Notwithstanding anything mentioned to the contrary in these Tender documents or the License Agreement, upon any default or breach of obligations by the Selected Bidder, the Hotel may at its sole discretion invoke the Security Deposit to satisfy its claims against the Selected Bidder by way of imposition of damages or otherwise, irrespective of any other remedy under these tender documents or the License Agreement. Any such verification or lack of such verification, by the Hotel shall not relieve the Bidder of its obligations or liabilities hereunder nor will it affect any rights of the Hotel hereunder.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest with the Hotel and its activities as specified herein (the “Conflict of Interest”) that affects the Tender process. Any Bidder found to have a conflict of Interest shall be disqualified. In the event of disqualification, the Hotel shall be entitled to forfeit and appropriate the EMD or Security Deposit as the case may be, as Damages, without prejudice to any other right or remedy that may be available to the Hotel under the Tender documents and/or the License Agreement to be entered into or otherwise. Without limiting the generality of the above, a Bidder shall be deemed to have Conflict of Interest affecting the Bidding Process, if:
(a) A constituent of such Bidder is also a constituent of another Bidder; or   
(b) Such Bidder, or any Associate thereof, has a relationship with another Bidder or any Associate thereof, directly or through common third party/parties, that puts either or both of them in a position to have access to each others’ information about, or to influence the Bid of either or each other; or 
(c) Such Bidder or any Associate thereof has participated as a consultant to the Hotel in the preparation of any documents, design or specifications of this Tender Document.

For purpose of these tender documents, Associate means, in relation to the Bidder, a person who controls, is controlled by, or is under the common control with such Bidder (the “Associate”). As used in this definition, the expression “control” means, with respect to a person which is a company or corporation the ownership, directly or indirectly, or more than 50% (fifty percent) of the voting shares of such person, and with respect to a person which is not a company corporation, the power to direct the management and policies of such person by operation of law.
7. Rejection of bids:

The Bid shall be rejected forthwith without evaluation of the Bids submitted on any of the following grounds:
(a) If the Bid has been received after the Bid Due Date;
(b) If the Bid has been received by fax or email;
(c) If the Bid has been received without relevant data;
(d) If the Bid has been received without the requisite/applicable/specified EMD;
(e) If the Bid has been received unsigned;
(f) If only the Technical bid has been received and Commercial bid has not been received and vice versa.
(g) If the Bid contains any condition or qualification;

(h) If the Bid has been received in an open condition;

(i) If the Technical bid carry any indication of price;
(j) Bid received late, delivered at a different address other than as specified in the Tender, or lost in transit, will not be accepted irrespective of whether the delay has arisen on account of the delivery system, i.e. postal, courier, or for any other reason;
(k) If the Bid has been received without EMD, or the EMD has been submitted in a mode other than specified in these Tender documents, or a valid proof of exemption from submission of EMD has not been provided; or
(l) If the Bids are non-responsive in terms hereof.
8. Governing Law:
The Tender document shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of India.
9. Dispute Resolution:
Any dispute or difference arising between the parties in respect of the construing, interpretation, application, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this Tender document or the validity or breach thereof, shall be first referred to the Managing Director, HCI (or to any officer nominated by him) for resolution. If any dispute or difference remains unresolved for a period of 90days from the date it is referred to the Managing Director, HCI (or any officer nominated by him), then,the matter shall be referred for settlement to ‘SCOPE FORUM OF CONCILIATION AND ARBITRATION’, Government of India and the award made in pursuance thereof shall be final and binding on the parties.The venue of arbitration shall be Delhi and the arbitration proceedings shall be carried out in English.
10. Jurisdiction
Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising out of or in connection with this Tender document shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts of Delhionly.
Annexure III
INDICATIVE CONDITIONS OF LICENSE AGREEMENT
1. The Term of the License Agreement shall be for 11 (eleven) months with an option to further extend the Term by another 11 (eleven) monthsat the sole discretion of the Hotel as per the mutually agreed terms & conditions.
2. Escalation of Agreement price at a rate of 10% per year.
3. Electricity usage (In case, electricity is requested from hotel more than the extent of basic lights provided by the Hotel) shall be charged on actual consumption basis.  Bidder to have their own arrangement for basic/additional decorative/fancy lights/gadgets etc. as the case may be.
4. Billing shall be made on monthly basis at the beginning of the month and the payments terms shall be on advance basis.
5. Either Party to the License Agreement may terminate the License Agreement with a prior notice of 30 days.
6. The license for the operation and management of Pool side and/or Banquet Hall with Lawn and/or Shaolin and/or Rasoi Restaurent at Centaur Hotel, New Delhi for the purposes of weddings, events, conferences, etc. (“Licensed Premises”) shall be given to the Licensee on ‘as is where is basis’.
7. The Licensee has to provide his / its Permanent Address, Telephone/Mobile number, email ID, Registered office address add name of Proprietor/ Partners or Directors, as the case may be.
8. The relationship between the Selected Bidder and the Hotel shall only be that of licensor & licensee and not that of land lord and tenant. 
9. Procurement of any or all permissions/NOCs/Statutory licenses required from the Government authorities for carrying out the business at the Licensed Premises within the Hotel shall be the sole responsibility of the Licensee.
10. Licensee shall not carry out any kind of illegal or prohibitory activities in & around the Hotel.
11. The business carried out by the Licensee should not be against the business interest of the Hotel.
12. The Licensee shall not be allowed to transfer or sub-license/sub-lease the Licensed Premises.
13. The Hotel shall not recognize any association of Business organisations.
14. No structural alteration at the Licensed Premises in the Hotel is allowed to be carried out by the Licensee.
15. No Public or private auction shall be allowed in the restaurants.
16. The Licensee shall be solely responsible to remit all the levies and taxes (on the business activities carried out by the Licensee at the Licensed Premises) as imposed by any of the Government Authorities from time to time.
17. In the event of failure to pay the agreed license fee and any other charges on a stipulated date, an interest @ 18% p a. shall be charged and payable by the Licensee on such delayed payments on per day basis.
18. The Licensee shall furnish to the Hotel, the list of employees (deployed in the Hotel) indicating name, age, residential address, 2 photographs and specimen signatures.
19. As per HCI staff discounting policy, HCI employees are entitled to avail any of these licensed facilities at concessional rate on “Subject to availability” basis. Therefore, a suitable clause would need to be amicably agreed and incorporated in the Leave & License Agreement .

20. The upkeep / cleanliness of toilets during the use of these facilities shall be the responsibility of the Licensee.

21. The in-house guests of Centaur Hotel are entitled to use the Swimming pool facilities during day time.  

22. Persons engaged by the Licensee shall not loiter or use the Public area lawn, swimming pool, restaurants and also not visit any guest room of the Hotel without the express consent of the Hotel administration.

23. The employees of the Licensee shall have no relation with the Hotel & they shall not seek regularization in the services from the Hotel or Hotel Corporation of India (HCI) at any point of time.
24. The Licensee shall not employ any persons from HCI whether present or retired without the prior written permission of the Hotel/HCI. 
25. The Licensee shall adopt only fair business practices.
26. The Licensee shall not stock/display/exhibit any books, magazines, newspaper etc. which are indecent, immoral/objectionable in character under the law.
27. The Licensee shall observe and comply with all the applicable rules and regulations under the applicable laws including but not limited to Shops and Establishment Act, Employees State Insurance Act, 1948, the Minimum Wages Act, 1948, the Employees Provident  Fund Act, 1952etc.
28. The Licensee shall not stock any inflammable or other dangerous material, narcotics or drugs in  license premises and any part  of the Hotel.
29. The Hotel shall not be held responsible or be liable to pay the damages caused to the Licenseeif there is a break down in any service of the Licensee due to repair servicing of Plant and Machinery  etc.
30. The Licensee shall be solely responsible to procure and maintain all the requisite insurances as per applicable law.
31. In case due to any strike or lockout in the Hotel, the Licensee is unable to function or its business is effected, the Hotel shall not be liable for any such losses either direct or consequential.
32. The provisions of the Public Premises (Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1971 shall apply in respect of the restaurants.
33. The Licensee wouldbe required to install fire extinguisher and fire detecting gadgets in the Licensed Premises in the Hotel at its own cost as per the requirements and instruction of the Hotel and Govt. Agencies.
34. The Licensee shall be allowed to carry out internal (not structural) renovation at its own cost, at the Licensed Premises;which can be easily removed or altered at the expiry / termination of license at its cost.
35. The Hotel shall not be responsible for any injury or damages done to the Licensee, its employees, stocks, stores and other valuable due to any reasons/eventualities, whatsoever. 
36. The Hotel/Licensor shall have the right to inspect the Licensed Premises at any time.
37. The Licensee shall be responsible to maintain and repair A.C., Painting, False Ceiling, Tiles, Floor, Furniture,Lights, all fittings etc. provided in the Licensed Premises.
38. Arbitration Clause - Any dispute or difference arising between the Licensor and the Licensee in respect of the construing, interpretation, application, meaning, scope, operation or effect of the License Agreement or the validity or breach thereof, shall be first referred to the Managing Director, HCI (or to any officer nominated by him) for resolution. If any dispute or difference remains unresolved for a period of 90 days from the date it is referred to the Managing Director, HCI (or any officer nominated by him), then, the matter shall be settled by arbitration in accordance with the rulesof arbitration of the SCOPE Forum of conciliation and arbitration and the award made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on the parties.
39. FORCE MAJEURE: Neither Party hereto shall be liable for failure to perform or for delay in performing any of its obligations under the License Agreement (other than those of billing and payment thereunder), if such failure or delay is caused or results from a condition or FORCE MAJEURE. The term FORCE MAJEUREshall mean and includeAct of God, War, Revolt, Riot, Fire Tempest, flood, earthquake,- lightning, direct or indirect Consequences of war (declared/undeclared), sabotage, hostilities, National Emergency, Civil Disturbances, Natural calamities, Commotion. Embargo (Blockage) or any law or Promulgation, ordinance or Executive order whether Central or State or Local or Municipal Authorities, Regulation or Breakage/ Leakage, Bursting or Freezing of Pipeline and any other cause beyond the reasonable control of the parties.
40. Indemnity: The Bidder, in the event of being selected under this Tender, assumes responsibility for and shall indemnify and keep the Hotel (including its Directors, employees and contractors) harmless from all liabilities, claims, litigation, costs, expenses, taxes and assessments including penalties, punitive damages, attorney’s fees and court costs which are or may be required to be paid by reasons of any breach of the Bidder’s obligation under the License Agreement or for which the Bidder has assumed responsibilities under the License Agreement including those imposed under any contract, local or national law or laws, or in respect to all salaries, wages or other compensation to all persons employed by the Bidder or Bidders in connection with the performance of any system covered by theLicense Agreement. 43. The food & beverages services could be availed from the Hotel on charge basis.

45. Jurisdiction: Any dispute or difference in relation to or arising out of the License Agreementshall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Courts at New Delhi, India.
